President Katrina Small called the meeting to order at  10:05  am.  
Attending members were Lorraine Stribling, Susan Moore, Andrea 
Way, Helen Shane, Gen Zorich, Fran Nielsen, Linda Sims, James 
Reynolds and Jacque Mielke..  Minutes for January  2009 were read  
and approved.

BOARD REPORTS
Vice President James Armstrong’s oil demo will be the March program 
and a critique will be arranged for the April program.
Treasurer The treasurer’s report was read and approved. Susan 
requested that bills be submitted as soon as they were received or 
paid to  help keep the books current. Jacque Mielke volunteered to do 
the 2009 audit by March 31, 2010.
Corresponding Secretary Our Parliamentarian, Kae Prince, passed 
away Feb. 7th.  Cards will be sent to her family from the group. Get 
well cards were sent to Annie Murphy Springer, Georgia Simmons and 
Fran Hewlett.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
Membership Lorraine Stribling announced that there were 80 paid and 
12 unpaid  members. Three new members will show their work at the 
general meeting.
Refreshments Sharon reintroduced the idea, which  had been 
previously presented, to have the ABS “requirement year”  run from 
May 1 to March 31.  This would keep the refreshment and shown work 
requirements on the same schedule.  No final decision was made but 
it will be discussed next meeting.

NEW BUSINESS 
1.A discussion was had about having a committee chair for the 
workshops which are held one or twice a year. Ideally the Workshop 
Facilitator would make up a form for the presenters to fill out, collect 
money from the registered signers, procure the location of the 
workshop and possible housing if needed.  A final decision should be 
reached at the March Meeting.
ABS Chairman 1 James had a list of judges which we had looked over 
during the previous month.  As individuals we submitted to him our 
1st,  2nd and 3rd choices for selection.  Following a discussion as to 
having one or two judges, the following motion was made.  Helen 
Shane made the motion:  That only one judge shall be  required 
for  the 2010 ABS.  It was 2nd by Andrea Way and passed by a 5 to  4 
vote of board members.
2. For the 2010 Commemorative poster it was suggested that a card 
with information  about AWS  and a possible artist’s BIO be attached 
to the back.
3. Gen Zorich brought 2000 postcards and they are to be distributed to 
each person at the general meeting, then at the March meeting 
members may take as many as they need for their individual 
distribution.
4. James will control the distribution of the 3 free full day passes and 
the 30 half price passes which the Chamber has allowed us for the 2 
days of the show.
5. The banner and the sandwich board both need an update and it 
was suggested that the new logo be included.  No decision was made 
as to who would do the work.
The meeting was adjourned at 11:58 am

MEMBER PROFILE - Katrina Small

Question: Katrina, where did you grow up?
Katrina:  Pueblo, Colorado just south of Colorado Springs
Question: As a child, were you drawn to art?
Katrina:  Yes.  When I was in second grade there was this ceramic 
fawn on display.  One day I was 
inspired to  draw it.  No one told 
me to do this.  I just did it on my 
own. To my delight and surprise, 
my drawing actually looked like it.
Question:   Did your parents 
encourage this talent of yours?
Katrina:  When I was in fourth 
grade my dad saw this art school 
advertisement that had this box 
with an elf in it and had the 
words, "Draw Me"!  So I drew the elf and my dad sent it in.  About two 
months later a man from that art school actually showed up at our door.  
We were pleasant enough but after 20 minutes or so we sent him on 
his way.  I think he was shocked that I was the artist and was only in 
the fourth grade.
Question:  Did you major in art in high school?
Katrina: I don't recall actually claiming a major but when I was a senior 
I only needed 2 more classes to graduate.  I filled the rest of my class 
schedule with every art class that was available.
Question: What happened after high school?
Katrina: My folks were divorced and my mother lived in the Dallas/Fort 
Worth area of Texas. One week after graduation I left my hometown in 
Colorado to live with my mom.  I fell in love with the base player in my 
brothers band and got married at 19.
Question: Keeping on track with your art interest, what was next?
Katrina:  I found myself single and back in my hometown in Colorado 
in 1980.  Soon after that I got a job with Estes Industries.  I worked 
there for eleven years as a graphic artist / illustrator.
Question: How did you find yourself in California?
Katrina: In 1994, after meeting my current husband in Mantou, 
Colorado we decided to move to Sonoma County to be close to his 
adult children.
Question:  How did you pursue your art once you were in California?
Katrina: I realized to stay viable in the graphic design art field, I would 
have to go back to school to learn the software programs.
Question: So where did you go to learn these skills?
Katrina:  I started taking classes at SRJC in 1999 from which I earned 
certificates.  Shortly after that I started my own business called 
KatGrafix which I still have.
Question:  Katrina, what drives you to be an artist?
Katrina:  For me, fine art is a manifestation that has to occur and I am a 
channel for it to come through.  The more I refine my skills, the more 
complete is this expression.
Question:  How did you find out about AWS?
Katrina:  My art buddy from SRJC encouraged me to join several local 
art organizations and one of those was Monday Morning Painters.  It 
was from that association I came to know some other plein air artists 
who enjoyed the membership of AWS.  I joined in 2006.
Question:  Do you want to add anything else of interest?
Katrina:  As a matter of fact I am excited to share a recent 
accomplishment that is new to me.  After extensive study I can now say 
I am an official Certified Clinical Aromatherapist (CCA).  
Conclusion by Paula:  I thoroughly enjoyed being with Katrina in her 
home and seeing where she creates her artwork.  Like I have said 
before, this interview process is wonderful for me to get to know our 
AWS members better.  Then I can share it in the newsletter and we all

feel closer because we know a little more about each other.  I have 
been drawing names to get my next interview candidate.  It could  be 
you for the April interview.

March 8 - Bodega Head Rocks, dramatic waves and coastline. To 
reach Bodega Head, take Highway One to the town of Bodega Bay. 
Turn west on Eastshore Road, which turns into Bay Flat Road, which 
then continues as Westshore Road. Continue around the bay for 
about 3 miles. Take a sharp hairpin right at the Bodega Head sign 
and  go uphill another .6 miles, take the right fork, continue and park 
(for free) in the parking lot.  Critique near the parking lot.

March 15 - Occidental Quaint old buildings. From Sebastopol go 
west on Bodega Ave (Hwy12) 5.8 mi., right on Bohemian Hwy, go 
3.8 mi. Critique in parking lot of Occidental Community Center 3920 
Bohemian Hwy, north end of town, on right.

March 22 - Bouverie Wildflower Preserve  13859 Sonoma Hwy, 
Glen Ellen.  Take Hwy 12 from Santa Rosa through Kenwood, 
continuing on to Glen Ellen.  Pass Arnold Road on right.  Continue a 
brief way on Hwy 12. Bouverie Preserve is on the left, just past 
Sunnyslope Farm Road on the left. Rolling hills, acres of wildflowers, 
trees. NOTE: please arrive at 12 noon.   We will be escorted by 
some docents to several places with views and we will go with 
them at 12:15.  Critique on the patio area of the main building  at 
3:30.

March 29 - Petaluma Turning Basin From Hwy 101, take East 
Washington exit west and turn left on Petaluma Blvd. Turn on B 
Street and go to the end, turning right into the Great Petaluma Mill 
parking lot. Views of river, mill, yacht club, boats. 3:30 Critique along 
Weller Street.

Begin Spring/Summer/Fall Hours 9:30 Ð 1:00

April 5 - Goat Rock Low and high views of coast with waves, rocks, 
cliffs. From town of Bodega Bay go about 8 miles north on Hwy. 1 
and turn left at the Goat Rock sign. If the access road is open all the 
way to the beach at the bottom, take the left fork and park in the 
beach parking lot at the very end of the road on the left. Critique will 
be there in lower parking lot at 12:30. If lower beach parking lot is 
closed, critique will be in the large middle parking lot.

KAE PRINCE
Kae (Katherine) Prince passed away peacefully on February 7 with 
family by her side. Born in San Francisco and Raised in Oakland, 
Kae is preceded in death by her beloved husband, James Prince, 
daughter and son, Sheila and James Jr., and three of Kae’s siblings.

Kae has been listed in Who’s Who of American Women, Who’s Who 
of the World, and the Royal Blue Book, the California Social Register 
and First Families of California. She was named among the Notables 
of America of the Bicentennial Era and was awarded a plaque for her 
achievements. She became an art docent at the Oakland Museum in 
1966 and continued there as a lecturer for over 20 years. She served 
as director of the Sonoma County Arts Council and as president of 
the Redwood Palette Club. Kae was a longtime member of the 
Northwood Golf Club in Monte Rio, the AWS Club in Sebastopol, the 
Artist Round Table in Santa Rosa, and the Rio Nido HOA. Through 
the sales of her donated artwork, she helped raise funds for hospice 
and the Guerneville Public Library. A talented artist, Kae’s paintings 
have hung in many galleries. She specialized in acrylics and 
watercolors and enjoyed painting Sonoma County landscapes, 
florals, seascapes and historical buildings. Kae’s family has owned 
property in  Rio Nido for over 80 years. Kae was dearly loved and will 
be greatly missed. (From the Press Democrat)
